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Grade Conversion

Each institution has their own system for evaluating student coursework, which may
include differences in the number of credit hours earned for courses. The following
articulation information has been agreed upon by lllinois State University and your study
abroad host institution.

Credits Earned Conversion

For this program, Students must work with their Language Advisor from the Department
of Languages, Literatures, and Cultures to determine all credit earned. Credit will be
assessed upon the student’s completion of study abroad.

Grade Articulation Process:

Upon your program completion, an official transcript from your host institution will be
sent to the Office of International Studies and Programs. Upon receipt, your transcript
will be forwarded to the Office of the Reqistrar for evaluation. Your transcript and
Academic Planning Form will be used together to determine the ISU equivalent credit,
which will be entered into your ISU grade report. All grades earned during study abroad
will impact your ISU cumulative GPA.
